In a
situation when the elimination of the physical
body opens up much more opportunities for a
person than they might have in the real world,
death (in its physiological sense) becomes more a
“liberation of the spirit” and a beginning of a new
“life” rather than provokes fears as an insoluble
problem. However, such technologies and their
consequences need a thorough philosophical
analysis, the responsibility for which is still on
human shoulders.
